He follows an intensive therapy programme, which includes regular input from a Conductor and also having the opportunity to access specialist input from a therapist in Hungary who practises the Deveny Method.  The Deveny method is a Hungarian approach to therapy using a special technique and analytical gymnastics.  The approach is relating to the manual movement of the person, working on muscle and nerve stimulation through deep tissue massage.

As his support worker you will be expected to support our client and his parents with the trips to Hungary which are usually during school holidays. 
Our client attends a special school full time, where he has the opportunity to work alongside other members of the multi-disciplinary team in co-ordination with his private therapists to ensure he maximises his full potential.

Our client lives with his mother, father and younger brother.

We are looking for a staff team who are committed and reliable so that they can support our client to progress in all areas of his development, working very closely with his parents.

As a support worker with our client you will need a positive and understanding approach to working with a child with a significant disability, experience of assisting individuals with personal care, creative and social activities and an enthusiastic, motivated and friendly manner. You should also have excellent communication skills. We are looking for someone who has high standards of practice, a therapeutic approach and a desire to learn and understand our client’s specific needs and desires. 
Our client’s family have purchased a wheelchair adapted car and support worker’s will be required to drive him around the community in the family car.

You will be provided with an induction and training about our client’s specific personal care needs/routine plus mandatory moving and handling and first aid training and other training where required. You will also receive frequent supervision sessions to help develop your expertise with him and maintain high standards of practice.

A lively personality and enthusiasm to build a reliable, honest and trustworthy professional relationship with him are essential requirements for this position.
